Abstract; " Renzhen case" event was adjustments of relation between Manchu and Han within the Qing government from relation
of " first Revered Manchu" and” Manchu and Han integration" . Emperor Shun Zhi, aimed at reconstruction of a new unity inclu-
ding Manchu, Han and Mongolian ethnic groups, which Munches and Hans had to make their ethnic identity based on national i-
dentity of the Qing. Han officials guided and supported Manchu officials with the superiority of their own culture, Manchu offi-
cials believed and appointed Han officials by their political dominance, and Munches and Hans achieved harmony, and thus for-
matted a national identity of the Qing Dynasty finally. But the original intention of Emperor Shun Zhi did not materialize.
